nessaloniki's new waterfront is a linear space of limited depth. It appears to be a 'thin skin’, extended along the
Sifficult to handle with and also provocative limit between sea and land, between natural and constructed land-
scape. Landscape planning on this limit should coexist and ‘converse’ with water, with nature in its most unsta-
ole form. Especially the sea background of Thessaloniki's gulf constitutes an extraordinary scenery, where
ohemeral and mutable elements dominate, creating a constantly changing ambience.

These where the reasons why the fundamental concept of the proposal was to maintain this distinctive identity of
2 united waterfront, its continuity and linearity.
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Linear way-Green rooms and point interventions

Basic points of the proposal

The linear way, just on the limit between land and sea, is a pedestrian area, an esplanade next to the seafront,
unear. continuous, offering an open and uninterrupted field of vision, and also the sense of an endless horizon due
ne presence of water. The line of the horizon, appearing and disappearing according to the weather, unifies in
mpressive way sea and sky. The pier is an ideal, uninterrupted promenade space. Walkers are 'vulnerable’ to
the daylight. to the open perspective, fcllowmg a continuous way over the charming limit between two opposites;
the stable and compact mass of the pier - the unstable and pellucid water.

2 Planted spaces. including diffused uses of leisure and sports, give to this part a special identity, other than that
of the pedestrian area. They offer shading, visual isolation, soft floor materials, multiple qualities of spaces and
planis. Apart from the gardens that have already been constructed, which are; the Garden of Music, the Water
Garden, the Garden of Memory, the Rose Garden and the Garden of Sound, the rest of the project, which includes
the Sculpture Garden, the Mediterranean Garden, the Garden of Odysseus Fokas, the Seasons' Garden, the Shade's
Garden, the Garden of Sand. the Garden of Sunset and Alexander's Garden, is going to be realized soon.

Prodromos Nikiforidis - Bernard Cuomo

Their comman way in architecture dates to the begin-
ning of the 80s, in the School of Architecture in Toule-
use. Prodromos Nikiforidis also studied Industrisl
Design in Paris, held a masters degree in History of Ci-
vilizations at the University of Toulouse and in Urban
Planning at the University of Sorbonne. In 1986 they
participated for the first time in an architectural com-
petition and in 1991 they won the first award in the Eu-
ropan Architectural Competition.

Since then, they won many other awards in internatio-
nal architectural competitions: for example, they won
the first award in the competition for the recreation of
the sea waterfront of Thessaloniki and for a Cultural
Center in Kalamaria. In 1996 they started working to-
gether in Thessaloniki. Their most important projects
are: accommadation building in Paris, Theatre and Cul-
tural Center in Menemeni, Treasury of the Bank of Gre-
ece and Recreation of the Sea Waterfront of Thessa-
loniki.
